RULES OF ETHICS
of Scientific - practical journal "Bulletin of Academy of Justice"

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. In the process of preparing, reviewing and publishing articles, materials (hereinafter:
Material) for publication in the "Bulletin of Academy of Justice" scientific-practical journal
(hereinafter: Journal), the authors, reviewers and the editorial board of the Journal must keep
the rules of ethics presented below (hereinafter: Rules).

2. Review of Material by the Journal's editorial board (hereinafter: Board) and printing of
articles by the Academy of Justice are carried out free of charge.

ll. THE ETHICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR AUTHORS

3. When submitting an article for publication, the author, the group of authors
(hereinafter: the Author) must ensure the scientific validity and credibility of the research
results, which requires compliance with the following rules.

1) The Author must present the results of own research, quoted passages or statements
must have references to their author and source.

2) The Author is obliged to present the reliable results of the research, it is forbidden to
include obviously wrong or forged information.

3) The Author must not allow duplication of the Material (the material must be published
for the first time), in case of individual components of the material being previously published,
the author must refer to the earlier publication and show the difference between previous and
new Materials.

4) The Author should not submit for publication such Material which is in the stage of
scientific examination for publication in another periodical.

5) The data on all reasearch participants should be mentioned in the Material.

6) Criticisms of other Authors' research in the material should be reliable, reasonable
and justified.

7) The Author must respect the work of the Board and the reviewer.

lll. THE ETHICS REQUIREMENTS FOR THE REVIEWER

4. The reviewer carries out an impartial scientific examination of the Material, which
requires the maintenance of the following rules:

1) The presented Material should be considered as a confidential document, which should
not be provided to the third parties for study or discussion.



2) The reviewer is obliged to give an objective, justified assessment to the results of the
research.

3) The reviewer is prohibited from using the presented Material for own needs.

4) The reviewer is obliged to reject to implement the examination, if he is not
experienced in the relevant field.

IV. THE ETHICS REQUIREMENTS FOR THE BOARD

5. While organizing the preparation and publication of the Journal, the Board’s
obligations are:

1) When making a decision on printing, be guided by the credibility and scientific
significance of the material presented.

2) In case of reasonable suspicions, forbid the publication of the Material which is a result
of printing forgery or plagiarism.

3) In case of a change of the Board, not to annul the decisions of the previous board
regarding printing issues.

V. THE CONDUCT CONTRADICTING TO THE RULES OF ETHICS

6. Conduct contradicting to the rules of ethics is considered:

1) Author's use of personal or other connections to create a review of own Material.

2) Author's plagiarism and use of inappropriate, forged data while preparing the
Material.

3) Sale of Material by the Author, reviewer or Board.

4) Selling or donating co-authorship by the Author.

5) Transfer of Material by the reviewer or the Board to persons not related to editorial
activity.

6) Other violations of the rules.
